At a very young age he was taken off the streets in
Poland to work in a concentration camp. After it was all over, he
moved on. He wouldn't let that hold him back. In June of 1964, he
took his family and set sail to America with no money and no job to
go to. He ended providing for his family and understanding that
family is all you need. He once told me before leaving for
Afghanistan, "Remember where you come from, (and pointing to my
heart) don't fully give yourself away. Keep part of you for you only,
or they will get the better of you." There was a language barrier
between us and when I came back from deployment, I finally
understood what he meant. He was a very strong man and he had a
rough life, but he was very proud of his family and made us the
inseparable family we are now. I will miss his warm smile and the
pride in his eyes when he saw his family all together. I love you
Dziadzia you will be greatly missed. I know you and Uncle Richard
are looking down on us now, and I am forever grateful for that. Rest
in peace. Until we meet again.
