Paul will forever be remembered as a loving husband,
father, and grandfather.



Beyond his love for his own family, Paul also loved his church family. He was
deeply involved with his church, St. Cyril & Methodius, not only as a
parishioner but eventually as a church elder. In fact, he even set the
cornerstone for the new church building when the parish moved from Detroit
to Sterling Heights.

His life was such a wonderful one that he fought on to live through severe
illnesses far beyond most people, reaching almost 90 years old. His strength
to fight came from his faith, but near the end of this long life, came from a
determination to stay with his Anna, his “AniCka Moja”.
